HOW MUCH INFO DOES THE MLS NEED ANYWAY?

I hear from time to time that the MLS wants too much information; I also hear that we do not col-
lect enough information. When I hear comments like this I’'m reminded that agents who work pri-
marily with sellers have different needs then those who work primarily with buyers. All I can say
is we work hard to find common ground on this topic. The front side of this compromise is we
only have forty-five (45) required fields. If you utilize the auto-pop feature when submitting the
listing, fifteen (15) of these are filled in for you and all you have to do is review for accuracy. Of
the remaining thirty (30) fields left, nineteen (19) have a drop down window to assist and speed up
the listing process. This leaves only eleven (11) fields left to fill in. The back side of the compro-
mise is we at least need the required fields submitted.

The real question then becomes “how much additional information should I submit”?

While WRIST has no plans to increase the number of required fields (and can’t without Board
approval), we do encourage our members to submit as much data on the property they can.

The logic for this is simple. The more data you provide, the more chances your property has in
showing up in property searches. One example of this is fireplaces. Fireplaces are not a required
field for the listing, and you don’t have to tell the MLS about the fireplace. However, if another
agent is doing a search and a fireplace is a requirement of the buyer, then even if your house is
perfect for the other agent, your property wouldn’t come back in any of their property searches and
you could be missing out on a sale.
