Revised Rules and Regulations Approved by NAR

NAR has approved our most recent changes to our Rules and Regulations. There are ten
changes and none are classified as major changes. All the changes made were to make it easier
or more consistent for all members to interact with the MLS.

Below is a summary of the changes and what it means to our membership. I am also providing a
link to a page that documents the exact language for the revisions.

Required Listings, Optional Listings: There have always been questions about mobile homes
in the MLS. We have tried to clarify this by adding mobile homes sold with a land parcel as a
required field. Any other circumstances involving a mobile home will still be treated as an op-
tional listing.

Changes to a Listing: Status changes have been simplified. Pending or Contingent is no longer
a required status change (though those status selections will still be available for use).
Withdrawal, Mutual Release and Cancellation of a Listing: The Committee has tried to sim-
plify this subject. If you and your seller decide not to pursue selling their property, but you want
to maintain the listing contract, utilize Withdrawal. The listing will remain in the system as
withdrawn until its expiration date. If you’re releasing the seller from the listing contract and
the seller is free to pursue any options with their property that they want, utilize Mutual Re-
lease. All language referencing cancellation has been removed as we do not have a cancellation
option within the system.

Listings of Expelled or Suspended Participants: WRIST will no longer (under any circum-
stances) be required to maintain a listing in the system for any non-member.

Automatically Assessed Fines: Branding within the remarks and photo section and NOT com-
pleting all required data are now fineable. Please note that entering periods or zeros to satisfy
the required status of a listing detail is a violation of this new rule. We WILL be patient in our
education and enforcement of this new rule!

Participants and Users: The language about the potential of eight hours of orientation has
been changed to two hours (generally orientation only takes about one & one- half hours). We
have also extended the requirement of attending orientation within 30 days of joining WRIST to
60 days. We have added a $25.00 fine per month after the 60 days until the orientation require-
ment has been met.
